Rebuild Project exists to support and assist survivors of Modern Day slavery and Human 

Trafficking to overcome the barriers that they might face in starting a new life, free from 

slavery in Derby and Derbyshire. We currently provide one-to-one support for survivors to 

transition into the community. We assist with accessing long term housing, signposting to 

specialist services, advocacy and emotional support. Our plans for development are to develop 

a strand of our project that provides a range of connect group sessions that build community, 

skills and resilience.  

Duties and Responsibilities: 

• Supporting the work of Aftercare Support Workers by accompanying clients to 

appointments or community activities. 

 

• General relationship building e.g. going for a coffee, meeting up for an activity to 

reduce isolation. 

 

• Work in a strengths based approach to partner with clients to support them to connect 

into the community. 

 

• Working with people from different cultures and backgrounds and understanding 

cultural diversity & equal opportunities.
